FROM FOUNDATION TO NOWADAYS

The foundation of the University dates back to
1620, when in the town of Kremenets a brotherly
school was founded according the model of the
Lviv brotherly school. In 1637 the school became
the Kremenets Collegium. Its structure was similar
to the Ostrog and Kyiv brotherly collegiums. In the
middle of ecighteenth century the Kremenets
Collegium was closed.

In 1805 a gymnasium of sciences was opened in
Kremenets. It was reorganized in 1819 into a
Lyceum, which was the first higher educational
establishment on the territory of Volyn and
Podillia. The foundation of this Lyceum was
approved by the tsarist government of the Russian
Empire. All the subjects were taught in Polish. It
was a closed institution where the children of Polish
landlords, clergymen, and enterpreneurs studied.
Kremenets Lyceum was famous for its library and
laboratories: mineralogical, zoological, physical,
chemical, and numismatic. The library consisted of
more than 50000 volumes, including 1520 precious
manuscripts. A large botanic garden was founded
on the territory of the Lyceum and a considerable
part of it is still present today. Among the founders
of the garden were Dionisii Mikler, famous florist
and gardener, and V.H. Besser, an outstanding
researcher of Volyn and Opillia flora, reader and
later a corresponding member of Russian Science
Academy, and lecturer of the Lyceum Seidlits.
Mikler made a long journey in order to collect new
specimens of plants and seeds. He wvisited St.
Petersburg, Danmark, Finland and England. In
1932 the garden collection included 12,000 of
species and forms.

Such outstanding progressive scientists as
historician Yoahim Lelevel, lawmen Alexander
Mitskevych (brother of the famous Polish poet
Adam Mitskevych), chemist S. Zenovitch (father of
Uliush Slovatskyi) worked there.

In 1918 during the Polish rebellion some of the
students, inspired by the patriotic spirit, joined the
rebels. In 1932, after the defeat of the Polish
revolutionary movement, Kremenets Lyceum was
closed. All the equipment and facilities of the
laboratories were given to the newly founded Kyiv
University. Volyn seminary was accommodated in
the buildings of the Lyceum and, since 1902, it
hosted the Women's Parochial School of Volyn.

After the establishment of Polish rule in the
territory of Western Ukraine, Kremenets Lyceum
renewed its activity (1921 — 1939).

On April 15, 1940, on the basis of the Lyceum,
a Teacher Training Institute was founded, where for
the first time teaching was conducted in Ukrainian.
Nearly 170 students studied in the four
departments: of linguistics and literature, history,
physics and mathematics, biology and geography.
[.H. Vakula was assigned director of the Institute.
But, World War II broke the academic process.

Only in September of 1944 did the classes started
again at Kremenets Teacher Training Institute. The
number of students increased each year. In 1945
there were 292, and in 1950 nearly 338 students
studied there.

During the period of its work, Kremenets
Teacher Training Institute prepared 1,776 teachers,
including 927 graduates of corresponding
departments and 849 full-time graduates. In such
way it contributed greatly to all the schools in
Western Ukraine and the Ternopil region in
particular.

The rapid development of secondary education
required further quantative and qualitative growth in
teaching staffs. That's why, in August 1950, like
other Ukrainian Institutes, Kremenets Teacher
Training Institute was reformed into a Pedagogical
Institute. It provided a possibility to increase the
scientific level of the academic process according to
the new requirements caused by the improvement
of general secondary education. Prof. M. L.
Bryhinets was assigned as rector of the Institute.

In 1969 the institute moved to Ternopil. During
the period of its existence, the Institute staff was
reinforced by highly qualified readers and lecturers.
In 1950—1951 among 43 readers were only 3
Candidates of Sciences and in 1964—1965 there
were already 120 lecturers and 21 teachers who
worked at 12 departments. Today the staff of 42
schools includes 385 teachers, 36 Doctors of
Science and professors, 226 Candidates of Science
and readers , 9 academicians and corresponding
members of the Academies of Sciences, Over fifty-
seven years 16,000 various specialists graduated
from the Institute. Many of them were awarded
different noble prizes and titles. They became
outstanding scientists and researchers.

The modern University consists of eleven
departments and thirty schools where over seven
thousand of students from nineteen Ukrainian
regions, Crimea, Poland, Rumania, Croatia and
Yugoslavia study.

There are all the necessary equipment and
facilities at the University including 4 main
buildings, working and training workshops,
educational and sports complexes, botanical and
ethymological reserve of the state caliber, agro-
biological station, and recreation camp. There are 5
dormitories, 2 canteens, 2 cafes, appartments for
visiting lecturers and foreign students, and
sanatorium on the University campus.

There is a biological permanent establishment
on the basis of Holytsky botany entomological state
reserve ( of all-Ukrainian importance). The reserve
is unique in its geological and biological structure.

TEACHING AND TRAINING ACTIVITY

Teacher's preparation is preceeded with well-
organized pre-student training. A multi-profiled
Lyceum was founded for the first time in Ukraine.
It is a subject to the Univerity and trains future
students, chosen from the best local Ternopil
schools in the following specialities: "Mathematics”
and "Physics". A special extra-mural mathematical
school has been functioning for many years. Special
classes were organized in Slavutsk boarding Lyceum
( Khmelnytsk region) in order to train students in
geography and natural sciences.

There are also several long-term agreements
with regional educational establishments about
preparation of future applicants. The educational
and research complex was founded in 1995
according to the special document, issued by the
Ministry of Education of Ukraine (#25 from the 01.
02. 1995). This complex included Kremenets
Pedagogical College, Chortkiv Pedagogical College,
and Ternopil Regional Institute of Post-Graduate
Education. The activity of the complex helps the
gradual realization of the teaching staff preparation,
and qualitative selection of student for further
studying in higher educational institutions which
allows the economizing of the expences on teacher
training.

Teaching and training at the University is held
in the state language. During the recent years all
the curriculums and educational programs have
been considerably restructured and renovated, a
new testing and rating systems were introduced.
Some more specialities have been licensed recently
and additional new programs for post-graduate
studies have been prepared. The students of our

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University regularly participate in all-Ukrainian
scientific contests. In 1996 there were 12 prize-
winners among our students and 7 participants took
first place.

There is a library, including 600.000 volumes of
books and 200.000 items of periodicals at the
students' disposal. The readers are served at the
departments of fiction and the department of
scientific and reference literature, and 5 reading
halls (of reference, periodical, foreign, and
pedagogical literature), which contain 270 separate
seats. The library is famous for its rear prints, dated
back to XVII — XVIII centuries, some ancient
volumes, private libraries collections, and foreign
editions.

354 lecturers and . researchers participate in the
scientific activity of the University, which is 92% of
all the staff. Scientific and pedagogical training is
organized using the University own resources and
efforts.

There is a post-graduate school which involves
nearly 111 post-graduates in more than 25
specialities. 10 doctoral and 56 master research
projects were presented recently by lecturers and
scientists of the University. There is a special
Academic Board which holds the defense for 2
specialities; "The Theory and Methods of Ukrainian
Language Teaching" and "Ukrainian Language".

The research on fundamental and applied
sciences is carried out at the University. A number
of scientific schools and research laboratories were
formed here. Among them are: Ukrainian linguo-
didactics, linguistics, the history and theory of
Ukrainian literature, the problems of national
revival of Ukrainian literature, new teaching
techniques in the system of biological education,
the history of Ukrainian schooling and pedagogics,
the problems of function theory and function
analysis, physics of semiconductors and dielectrics,
high-temperature substances and covers, organic
chemistry of unsaturated combinations, cytology
and gistophysiology, ecology and biotechnology,
and territorial productive complexes.

In 1997 a special editorial and publishing
department was formed at the Univemsity. Its
polygraphic facilities allow it to maintain periodic
publishing of scientific papers of the following
series: Ukrainian linguodidactics, linguistics, theory
of literature, pedagogics and psychology, natural
sciences, and historv. The department teaches and

trains students using scientific and methodological
literature.

The scientific and research department holds 22
projects. 11 of them have financial support of the
Ukrainian Ministry of Education, 4 are subsidized
by the National Committee on Science and
Technology; 4 other projects are based on a
financial agreement with enterprises, and, finally, 3
projects are functioning on public support.

It is necessary to underline the general, stable,
positive tendency towards the increased quality of
all  the published theses. During 1996 18
monographs were published.

The university maintains permanent relations
with the institutes of the Ukrainian Science
Academy. A large-scale treaty was signed with the
Institute of Pedagogics of Ukrainian Pedagogical
Academy. This treaty forsees the arrangement of
temporal creative groups in order to fulfil 3
common projects.

Great attention is paid to the scientific and
research activity of the students. During the last 2
years, 186 rescarch theses based on student work
were published. The greatest results in this field
were achieved by the history department, which
publishes every year a collection of scientific articles
from the students and post-graduates.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

A considerable number of the teaching staff
represents Ukrainian science abroad. Every year 5-
10 persons are invited to the various conferences.
The University holds the first place among other
educational establishments as to the number of
scientific publications abroad. The members of
philological department study at post-graduate
schools in Poland, there are several post-graduate
students majoring in Biology in Great Britain. Every
year 3 or 4 scientists win the grants for post-
graduate studies at scientific centers of Europe (
Poland, Hungary, Slovakia, Austria, Germany, UK,
Greece, and France), and North America ( USA,
Canada), and Mexico.

The University is included into the International
European Educational Program "Tempus-Tacis"
and our partners are Wolverhampton University
(UK), Helsinki University (Finland), and the
University of Larissa (Greece).

Our students participate in the work of summer
schools, functioning abroad, as the members of a
cooperation agreement with our partners. Students
of the Geographical and Biological Departments
study in Kelets and Zheshuv counties (Poland), and
post-graduates from the Historical and Philological
departments are studying in Saarbrucken and
Leipzig (Germany).

Students of Ukrainian origin from Romania,
Poland, Croatia, and Bosnia study at the
University. Graduates of 5 departments work as
teachers of Ukrainian at schools in these European
countries.

The department was founded in 1940 in the
former Kremenets Teachers Training Institute
(Pedagogical College). Presently about 900 students
of full-time and corresponding department
specialize according to the following: biology and
chemistry, chemistry and biology by correspon-
dence. The educational process is held by 6 depart-
ments among the members of the academic staff are
5 doctors of sciences, professors and 38 Candidates
of Sciences, senior lectures (readers), 2 acade-
micians of New—York Academy of Sciences, 2 Fell-
ow Members and 3 corresponding members of the
Ukraine Academy of Ecological Sciences.

The herbarium of Botany Department, which
includes 20 thousands of the herbarium sheets of
Ternopil region Polissya and Carpathians plants and
also of rare species of plants, registred in “The
Red Book of Ukraine. Plant life” is a unique one.

The professors and the senior lectures (readers)
prepared and published a number of textbooks and
manuals for the students that study biology in the
highest educational institutions. Professor
Vekirchyk KM. is the author of the textbook
“Microbiology with the Fundamentals of Virology”,
professor Barna M.M. published the manual
“Botany. Terms. Conceptions. Persons”, professor
Hryshchuk B.D. is the author of the manual “Tasks
and Exercises on Organic Chemistry”, the senior
lecturer Romanyshyna published the manual
“Laboratory Practice on Organic Chemistry”.

There is a biological permanent establishment
on the basis of Holytsky botany entomological state
reserve (of the importance of the entire Ukraine),
where the students research on the rare and
disappearing species of plants and animals and have
their practice.

Every year the students of the Faculty become
winners and diplomants of the All-Ukraine
competitions in biology and chemistry.

The department is one of the oldest in the
University, it was founded in 1940.

About 400 students study here. The educational
process is held on 4 chairs. The faculty prepares
teachers in 4 specialities; “Mathematics and Basis of
computer programming”, “Physics and Basis of
computer programming”, “Mathematics and Phy-
sics”.

3 Soros grant—winners, winners of All—
Ukrainian contests in mathematics and physics are
among the students.

Teachers of the chair of Mathematics and
Methods of Teaching work fruitfully ensuring of
functioning of the West—Ukrainian extra—mural
mathematical school, opened in 1994 on the basis
of the former branch of All-Union extra—mural
mathematical school of Moscow University. Now
the school is a sub-unit of the department. The
Pedagogical Lyceum also works at the faculty. Its
graduates continue their studies at the faculty and
other higher educational institutions. Post—graduate
course includes 4 specialities:  “Differential
Equalitions”, “Methods of Teaching Mathematics”,
“Physics of Semiconductors and Dielectrics”,
“Methods of Physics Teaching”.

During the last 3 years teachers of the faculty
(department) published 12 manuals, 42 aid—
manuals, 56 methodological recommendations,
which are widely used in the process of teaching by
students and teachers of the University and other
educational institutions in Ukraine.

Material basis of the faculty (department)
includes 6 laboratories of computing machinery,
where IBM and IBM-—compatible computers are
installed, 9 physical, 2 research laboratories.

All these allow the preparation of highly
qualified specialists in mathematics, physics and
computer programming.

The Department of Linguistics and Literature
was among the four departments of the Kremenets
Teacher Training Institute. In 1956 it was closed
and all the students were transferred to Lviv
University.

In 1979 the philological department renewed its
activity after relocating the Pedagogical Institute to
Ternopil. The sub-department of philological
sciences was founded in the next year. In a year it
was further subdivided into the chair of Ukrainian
and Russian languages and the chair of Ukrainian
and Russian literature.

The meodern department is one of the major
schools at the University. More than 1,200 full-time
and corresponding students study there at the
present moment. The department trains philologists
in the following specialities: "Ukrainian Language
and Literature”, " Ukrainian Language and Litera-
ture, English”, "Ukrainian Language and Literature,
German", "Ukrainian Language and Literature, Po-
lish", "Russian Language and Literature".

Among the teaching staff are 2 academicians; 7
professors, Doctors of Sciences, and 33 readers,
Candidates of Sciences.

The department is known for its scientists and
researchers who work with the problems of
Ukrainian language development on lexical, word-
building, and grammatical levels. They carry out
research on the history of Ukrainian literature and
literary criticism, literary reception, the history and
poetry of emigrant (diaspora) literature,
linguodidactics and linguistic text analysis, general
linguistics and slavonic languages, and teaching
methods of language and literature.

During the last 2 years the department
published 29 monographs and textbooks, 10
manuals, and 150 articles in scientific journals and
collections. "The Literary Reference Vocabulary"
was published in 1997. It was published by the
scientists of the department. Among the staff there
are  the authors of school text-books, famous
literary theoreticians, critics, poets, translators, and
members of international linguistic associations.

There is post-graduate course of study for both
full-time and corresponding forms at the sub-
departments of Ukrainian and general linguistics,
history of Ukrainian language, theory of literature
and comparative linguistics, methods of Ukrainian
language teaching. A special Academic Board on
the defense of scientific research works and theses
exists in 2 specialities: Ukrainian linguistics and
methods of Ukrainian language teaching.

All chairs and sub-departments participate in
the arranging of all-Ukrainian and international
conferences (1993,1995,1996), they cooperate with
the Shevchenko Literature Institute, the Institute of

The department was founded in 1957 at the
Drohobych Pedagogical Institute. In 1959 it was
transferred to the Kremenets institute, and after 10
years together with the whole institute it was moved
to Ternopil. The department trains school coaches
and physical training teachers for various
educational institutions.

The department is known for its traditions,
formed by highly—experienced teachers and
enthusiastic students. All the facilities and
equipment are located in three sub—departments.
The high qualification of teachers and trainers
allows the department to meet the latest
requirements in this field of education.

Now almost 65 % of the staff have scientific
degrees, while of the beginning there were none.
Professor Shyian defended his doctoral theses and
obtained a doctoral degree. Two graduates obtained
doctoral degrees and more than 20 became
Candidates of Science. _

Among the graduates of the department there
are many known and recognized specialists: leaders
of wvarious sport societies, heads of different
educational establishments, and famous coaches in
all sports. The successful member of the Ukrainian
women biathlon team is J.M. Pochynok, who
graduated from the department. The chief coach in
classic wrestling of the Ukrainian team is another
graduate of the Ternopil Institute, Novokhat-
ko V.D. Some of the graduates are trainers of
famous club teams.

Yavorsky is a chief coach of the “Nyva” football
team, and Kravchuk is a chief coach of the
volleyball club “Nadzbrutchia”.

Many former students have  achieved
considerable athletic results and contributed greatly
to the development of the sport -movement in
Ukraine. Among them is Taras Dolnyi -—
international winner, a highly qualified athiete,
champion of Ukraine, and participant in the 1995
Winter Olympic Games. Another well—known
figure is European cup winner Anzhela Balakho-
nova (Vaulting) and Yaroslav Vivastiuk, who
participated in the XXV Olympic games as the
members of Ukrainian track and field athletic team.
Today among the staff there are 20 masters of sport.
Among them are: athlete of international classi-
fication Lilia Prots, who took the II place in 1997
European Championship in power lifting, Artem
Korolenko — 1997 European Championship prize
winner in classical wrestling, Nadia Onyschuk —

The department was founded in 1976. Herts
M.IL., assistant professor was the first dean of the
department.

In the 1980-1981 academic year the depart-
ment was the first in Ukraine to start two-profile
teacher training in the specialities of "Primary
School and Music Teacher", and "Primary School
and Arts Teacher”.

Today, more than 500 full-time and 600 extra-
mural students study at the department.

Since 1992 the graduates of Chortkiv
Pedagogical College have been trained here in the
specialities "Primary School and Psychology
Teacher”, and "Primary School and Ukrainian
Studies Teacher”. The department consists of 4
chairs, where there are 44 members of the staff,
including 25 Candidates of Sciences and assistant
professors, and 4 Doctors of Sciences and
professors. Since the 1995/96 academic year the
graduates of Kremenets Teacher Training College
have been trained at the University during a 2 ye-
ars course of study. The training is carried out as
part of the "Step-by-step” program of the
"Vidrodzhennya" International Fund.

Highly-professional members of the staff, who
were former school teachers and appropriate
equipment and facilities as well as up-to date
teaching techniques provide high-level training for
the future -specialists. It is supported by the
honorable diplomas and awards given by National
Science Academy and Ministry of National
Education to such graduates of the faculty as
O.Hnisdyuh, V.Murkova, N.Yablon, and others.

The staff is widely involved into scientific
research. 57 scientific and methodological woks
have been published, including 27 text-books and
manuals for schools and higher educational
institutions, which were approved by the experts.
Especially praised are "The Bases of School Studies”
textbook, composed by Z.M. Onyshkiv, and the
manual in Natural Science for primary school
teachers, edited by L.A. Mechnyk and O.M. Vo-
loshyn; and manuals for elementary school pupils,
published by H.V. Hapyuk, Y.A. Korol, M.B.
Kossak, and K.P. Malanyuk. School manuals,
edited by S.M. Korniyenko, M.M. Naumchuk,
M.I. Mayuchruk, and Botyukova are widely used
by school teachers.

In 1971 at the Department of Physics and
Mathematics the speciality of “General technical
subjects and physics” was founded.

On the basis of this speciality in 1974 the faculty
(department) of training teachers of general
technical subjects was founded. In 1988 it was
renamed the Engineering—Pedagogics Department.
Now it trains teachers of working education in such
branches: basis of machining and mechanization of
agriculture, basis of machinery and sewing, basis of
machining and business, basis of machining and
technical creative work, basis of machining and ap-
plied creative work, basis of machining and farming.

About 1,000 students study here. Since 1996 the
training of teachers of working education has been
held here.

There are 3 chairs at the faculty (department).
26 teachers work here. Among them are 2 Doctors
of Sciences, professors, 20 candidates of Sciences,
assistant professors.

Apart from the higher education, all students
receive the professions of turner, fitter and third—
grade joiner. Those who are trained such
educational specialities as the basis of mechani-
zation of agriculture and the basis of farming
receive the certificate car- and tractor driving.

There are 4 research laboratories and one
enterprise at the faculty (department), full—time
and extra—mural post—graduate course. It is worth
mentioning that the majority of the teachers at the
department are its graduates. Among them — 2
Doctors of Sciences, more than 20 — candidates of
Sciences, assistant professors. During the last 3
years the teachers published over 100 scientific and
methodical works, among which there are 8
manuals for school and higher educational
institutions, and 6 monographs.

Students of the faculty (department) take part in
work of scientific—research laboratories, problems
groups, sports clubs, and amateur groups.

The department, formed in 1993 on the basis of
the chair of foreign languages, is one of the
youngest at the University. It trains students in the
following specialities: "English Language and
Literature + Second Language" and "German
Language and Literature + Second Language”
(English, French or German). Over 500 students
are enrolled in the department.

The department consists of three chairs: the
chair of English and methods of its teaching, the
chair of German and methods of its teaching, and
the chair of foreign languages.

The students are provided with all the necessary
equipment and facilities: phonetic laboratories,
intensive study laboratories, audial and visual aids,
computers, copying machines, ctc. There is a
special library of foreign literature with a reading
hall, which contains original editions of fiction,
reference  literature, periodicals, and special
linguistic literature. The library is considered to be
the best in the town.

The department maintains close relations with
scientists from Germany, UK, the USA, Austria,
France, and from many charity organizations and
funds, like the Rotary Club, Peace Corps, the
British Council, America House, foreign embassies,
and others. Due to their support, the department
has a possibility to arrange short-term visits to
European countries.

Many of the students after passing the TOEFL
exam have a possibility to win grants at various
educational institutions in Canada and the USA.
Some of the best students, having a good command
of languages, can try themselves in translating and
interpreting.

The students of the Foreign Languages
Department have good facilities for their leisure and
recreation. They participate in various clubs,
scientific societies, performances, shows, and
concerts.

More than 600 students study in the
department, among them are nearly 450 full-time
students. The department consists of 3 chairs where
5 Doctors of Sciences and professors, 32
Candidates of Science and assistant professors work.
Almost 83,3% of the staff have scientific degrees.

The Department is closely connected with
famous universities in the USA, Canada, Germany,
France, Poland, Romania, Slovakia, Greece, and
Russia. Such visiting professors as Volodymyr
Kosyk, Taras Hunchak, and Michael Zuboka were
invited to deliver lectures at our University.

To introduce new methods of teaching world
and national history the independent student
studying and training in various disciplines I8
widely used at the department, including applying
of the new teaching techniques and programs.

Research and scientific activity is paid special
attention as a compulsory element of the teaching
and training process at all levels. The following
scientific schools were formed in the Historic
Department: archeology of the Ternopil region, the
history of Ukrainian national liberation movement
in 20th century, the history of national culture and
the Ukrainian state. Such periodical as " Pages of
Chronicles" and 2 wall papers "Historocian" and "
NST Bulletin " are published in the department.

2,523 printed sheets of scientific research,
including 14 monographs and 17 manuals have
been published recently. Such scientific issues as
"Ukraine on the Way to Democracy and
Independence” and "M. Hrushevsky — a Modern
View" has attracted special interest of the scientists
and public. The academic staff regularly arranges
international conferences, among them were those,
devoted to the history of Ukrainian kossack
movement and in honor of 130th anniversary of M.
S. Hrushewsky birthday, and the 80th anniversary
UNR and Ukrainian Central Rada. An
international student conference, devoted to the life
and work of O. Olzhych was arranged.

Various analytical students groups and scientific
societies function in the department, including
"Dialogue" and "Hart" students analytical clubs.
More than 200 students participate in the scientific
activity, and they have published over 300 essays
and research works during the period of 1994-1997.
The students of the department participated in 27
international, national, regional, and institutional
conferences and contests, 32 students became the
winners and diplomants of the conferences. Under-
graduate Boichuk O. became a winner of the 18
all-Ukrainian contest of students research works
and post-graduate Aleksiyevets L. was awarded the
Honor Diploma of National Academy of Sciences

The origin of the department dates back to the
Kremenets Teacher Training Institute, where, in
1940 there was the department of biology and
geography. In Ternopil Pedagogical Iastitute this
speciality was opened in 1981 in the department of
natural sciences. In 1990 the separate department of
geography was founded.

The department has all necessary equipment
and facilities to provide descent training and
research work: 3 chairs, 2 research laboratories, a
geological museum, 7 specialized laboratories, and a
library. The staff of 3 chairs consists of experienced
readers and lecturers; among them are 3 professors,
9 Candidates of Science, and other highly qualified
teachers. There are full-time, corresponding and
post-graduate forms of studying at the department.
A lot of students from 19 regions of Ukraine,
Russia, Moldova and Romania study there.

The graduates of the geographical department
work in different institutions and establishments, as
well as natural protection bodies. There are 12 post-
graduate students who have already finished their
courses. The post-graduate students defended 1
doctoral and 6 candidate research papers. More
than once, graduates and undergraduates of the
department became the winners and diplomants of
national geographical competitions and contests of
scientific essays.

The scientists and researchers of the department
have published a number of monographs, text -
books, amd manuals. Among them are: "Socio-
economic Geography of Ukraine", "Geology and
the Bases of Paleontology", "The Bases of Physical
Geography", "Elementary Ecological Studies",
"Geography of Ternopil Region", and others.

The staff of the department maintains close
academic relations with various educational
scientific, and administrative institutions and, in
particular, with the Institute of Geography at the
National  Science  Academy, the National
Shevchenko University, Ukrainian Dragomanov
Pedagogical University, Lviv  and Chernivtsi
universities, and the State Committee on Ecology
and Regional Committee on Education.

Future students are trained at Slavutych Lyceum
(Khmelnytsk region). The department is known by
its club of tourism and spaleology, student theatre,
and various scientific societies.

The department was founded in January 1988
with the aim of improving the qualifications of
teaching staffs at secondary and specialized schools.
Soon the department hosted heads of children's
sport schools from all over Ukraine.

New social tendencies and political changes
require new methods of training in post—graduate
education. It became necessary to re—train
graduates in additional specialities. In 1990 the first
school of post—graduate education in Ukrainian
language and literature was arranged.

In 1992 training began in some additional
specialities: Foreign languages, Applied psychology,
Computer Science, Management in Education,
History, Geography, Crafts and Arts.

This form of post—graduate education differs
greatly from under—graduate students. In order to
provide a high level of training and education at
this stage it is necessary to develop special programs
and methodoclogical plans taking into consideration
the age range of the students, their motives, and the
social and professional experience of the students. It
is also important to find and improve new methods
of management and financial support. Among the
readers of the department are experienced lecturers
from Temopil Pedagogical University, Ternopil
Academy of National Economy, Ternopil
Polytechnic University and visiting lecturers from
Lviv and Kyiv. The total number of the staff is over
150 people, among them are 12 doctors of sciences,
and professors, and 85 candidates of sciences. Due
to the experience and high qualifications of the staff
it became possible te train staff in new specialities.
In 1995 the sub—department of arts was opened.
1996 — music and culture, 1997 — elementary
schooling. Students can obtain a certificate of
higher education in 3 years and receive other
special qualifications. There are 700 graduates of the
department who have ' already received their
certificates of second higher education and other
qualifications.
